Known locally as Fur Rondy, this premier
festival celebrates winter and the pioneering spirit of Alaskans. Cultural events, sporting activities and
many special activities offer wonderful, wacky winter fun! Experience the incredible excitement of the
Iditarod Ceremonial Start. Visit with mushers, pet the dogs and then cheer for your favorites as the
race begins! Watch the exciting Fur Auction, named in honor of the economic importance of the Alaska
fur trade. Learn about Alaska’s 11 major cultural groups through storytelling, song, dance, and artist
demonstrations at the Alaska Native Heritage Center. Don’t miss the hilarious Run with the Reindeer
Race, where the locals make a mad dash through town with caribou at their heels. Indulge in a typical

Sunday, March 3 (Dinner)

highlights the Yukon Quest, a 1,000-mile International Sled Dog Race that starts in Fairbanks. We'll
enjoy dinner at LaVelle’s Bistro and then head to the World Ice Art Championship to view hundreds
of amazing ice sculptures created by more than 100 sculptors from 30 different countries! With our
Alaskan sense of adventure in high gear, we're off to “hunt the Aurora.” With an elevation above hills
and trees and lack of light pollution, Ski Land’s warm lodge will give us an excellent chance to see the
northern lights.

Tuesday, March 5 (Breakfast, Dinner)

We set out this morning to discover more of Fairbanks including a photo stop at the Alaska pipeline
before we check into the Chena Hot Springs Resort, world-renowned for being one of the best places
on Earth to see the Aurora Borealis due to its location under the most active band of northern lights.
We'll visit the Aurora Ice Museum, the world’s largest year-round ice environment filled with amazing
ice sculptures! It was created from over 1,000 tons of ice and snow and is kept at a cool 25° F. During
our Geothermal Renewable Energy tour, we’ll learn how the resort generates its own power. After
dinner at the resort you can experience the Chena Natural Hot Springs Pool. The thermal waters,
rising steam, and glorious winter sky create a unique and memorable experience! Choose to watch
the northern lights as you soak in the hot springs pool or stay toasty warm inside the resort’s
Activity center until the Aurora Borealis is in view.
